DESCRIPTION:

This change order incorporates both Design-Builder Initiated Changes (DBIC)
and Owner Initiated Changes (0IC) into the Contract, in accordance with
General Provisions Section 1-04.4, and resolves issues associated with the
following potential change orders (PCOs):

CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS:

1. PCO 237 Pad 5 Service Cabinet Protest

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for all costs associated
with installing the remote single meter socket outside the Service Cabinet
Switchgear located at Pad 5 1in accordance with Seattle City Light (SCL)
Standards.

2. PCO 245 SCL 26 kV Pole Relocation in Hamlin Alley

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for all costs associated

tion

with installing a subsurface eco-block guy wire attachment system to support
SCL's temporary power pole near the Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) vaults at

the south end of Hamlin Alley.
3. PCO 252 Temporary Illumination Connection

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for all costs associated
with connecting the temporary Phase 2C illumination system on Montlake Blvd
to the existing temporary signal cabinet meter at the WDX ramp.

4, PCO 270 SCL 26 kV at 24th Avenue

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for all costs associated
with installation of temporary and permanent 26 kV conduits across Lake
Washington Blvd to meet the requirements of Field Design Change (EDC) 127.
These costs represent the difference between Work identified in FDC 41 and
the Work identified in FDC 127.

5. PCO 271 Telemetry Pad Meter Pedestal

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for all Work necessary to
install the service meter and panel pedestal at the telemetry pad adjacent
the SPU Pressure Regulating Station.

6. PCO 282 City Improvements on S. End of E Montlake Pl E

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for the additional Work
along Montlake Blvd, south of E Roanoke Street. The scope of Work is shown
page 5 of this change order. Work also includes design and preparation of
working drawings, to ensure consistency between the City's concept plan and
the Design-Builder's design. The final design for the added Work shall be
incorporated into the as-built drawings in lieu of a formal design plan
update.
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7. PCO 295 6-Inch Concrete at OCR Trail

This change order compensates the Design-Builder for increasing the thickness
of the portland cement concrete pavement (PCCP) to 6 inches along a section
of concrete path in the 0ld Canal Reserve (CCR) area. With this change, the
total pavement depth along this trail section will be 6 inches PCCP over 6
inches Mineral Aggregate Type 2. Refer to page 6 of this change order for
limits. This change shall be incorporated into the as-built drawings in lieu
of a formal design plan update.

PAYMENT :

The new lump sum pay item: "Multiple Issue Res No. 04City - 2022" in the
amount of $533,962.00 shall be full and final payment for all additional
costs for equipment, labor, tools, materials, engineering, indirect,
overhead, and other costs realized by the Design-Builder and its
subcontractors, consultants, and suppliers, and shall fully resolve all PCOs
described in this change order.

CONTRACT TIME:
There shall be no adjustment in Contract Time as a result of this change
order.
