1. Non-ferrous metals; 

2. Plastic and polymer-based products (including polyvinylchloride, composite building materials, and polymers used in fiber 
optic cables) 

3. Glass (including optic glass) 

4. Fiber optic cable (including drop cable) 

5. Optical fiber 

6. Lumber 

7. Drywall 

8. Engineered wood 

All steel or iron materials must be certified on Form 350-109. 
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
